Chris' work 
focuses on positive ways to help in the 
development of education in the 
developing world.  Among the projects 
reflecting Chris' commitment to social 
action are book drives for the American 
Univerity in Kyrgyzstan and the Aga Khan 
Humanities project in Tajikistan, as well 
as founding the Silk Road Development 
Network (SRDN).  Through his work with 
SRDN--a project aiming to help families, 
develop education, and support 
traditional arts in Central Asia through the 
purchase of traditional handicrafts--Chris 
has been able to donate stoves to heat 
village classrooms, repair shcools, and 
purchase textbooks for school children.
